A delegation from the Diocesan Youth Commission (KDZ) including Fr. Savio Vella sdb (Archbishop’s Delegate for Young People) and young people from affiliated organizations paid an official visit to H.E. the President of Malta Dr. George Abela, yesterday, 28th July 2009, and presented him with a memorandum regarding their aspirations on Marriage and Family Life. 

The young people shared with H. E. the collective work of young people in the Diocese involved in projecting their hopes and wishes for marriage and family life. They discussed the outcomes of the consultative document about marriage and family life which collates together the views and aspirations of young people actively engaged within youth groups.  

The young people asserted their appreciation at being heard, acknowledged and that their work served to contribute to national debates on such subjects as the family which is of national interest. H. E. encouraged and supported this approach to participating in civic society. He further argued that any national debate on the family should have at its core the stability and protection of children, who are the most susceptible members in our society. 

H.E. Dr. George Abela said he looks forward to KDZ’s prospective forum discussing the issues of poverty next October, commenting that this is an issue which is closely linked to family well-being, and should therefore be discussed more openly by young people, who are the most vulnerable and yet so promising in society.
